AUSTRALIA DAY CELEBRATIONS

Rupanyup Major Events once again hosted
Rupanyup's Australia Day Breakfast, with around 130
people making their way to the Jack Emmett Memorial
Billabong on a rather chilly January morning. The
usual tea & coffee, eggs, bacon & sausages were
enjoyed by the crowd, as was the live music supplied
by Scott Fraser. Brett Matthews welcomed the crowd,
& introduced the SES to raise the flag, as Sandra
Loats sang the national anthem. The RME also
announced some donations, with $2,000 presented to
the Rupanyup Swimming Pool Committee for a new
shade sail, $3,400 presented to the Rupanyup Hall
Committee to cover costs related to connection to
sewerage, & $5,000 donated to the Rupanyup &
District Consultative Committee on behalf of the
Rupanyup & District Men's Shed Committee, to go
towards infrastructure required for connection to
power for the planned men's shed. This year's guest
speaker was Carmel Healy, who spoke passionately
about travelling with her husband Mick to visit the
battlefields of the Gallipoli peninsula, & to the
cemeteries in France & Belgium. It was especially
fitting, given this year marks the 100 year anniversary
of the Gallipoli landings, & of Australia's involvement
in the first world war. She spoke of the harsh &
desolate terrain of Anzac Cove, & likened the size of
the battlefields to the area that everyone was seated
in for the breakfast. She also told of her research into
soldiers from the Rupanyup district, & visiting the
graves & memorials of those who did not return. Of
the 200 soldiers enlisted from Rupanyup, more than
40 were Killed in action, which is hard to comprehend
in this day & age.

Here at Rupanyup the RSL has purchased some Poppy Tiles which will be placed on the graves of WW1
veterans in the Rupanyup Cemetery. There is one tile to be placed on the grave & another for a descendant of
the veteran. Listed below are the veterans we believe are buried here or who died during the war. If you are a
descendant of any of these men could you please get in touch with Sonny or Anne.

The Bickers brothers - The Bickers brothers were born in Rupanyup to Alfred & Isabella, Alexander in 1884 &
Archibald in 1896. Both attended Rupanyup School & both enlisted in the army after leaving school. Records
indicate that the family lived at the northern end of Frayne’s Avenue where the large shed now stands.
Alexander Bickers after leaving school, achieved the Army certificate, first class, his previous occupation was
given as Soldier, Garrison Artillery. He enlisted in the AIF on June 4th 1915.he was a sergeant on enlistment &
embarked on the HMAT Orsova on July 17th 1915. He fought in the battle of the Somme in March 1916 & all
Australian Corps engagements. He was fortunate not to be wounded. He was awarded the Military Cross,
promoted to Lieutenant & finally Captain. He returned home on June 6th 1919 & was discharged on
September 29th. After the war he became an Instructor in drill & Physical Training in the RAAF. Archibald
attended Rupanyup & Carr’s Plain schools. He enlisted at the same time as his brother & was posted to the
same unit as a private. He embarked on the same ship as his brother, but died from pleurisy & Pneumonia in
the Plymouth Military Hospital on 26th of August 1915, two days after landing in England. He was buried with
military honours in the Devonport Corporation Cemetery on 30th August. Both brothers are listed on the
Honour Roll at the Rupanyup State School, but not on any other Honour Roll in the area. This seems to




indicate that they left the area soon after they left school.

He
also received the GRDC Agricultural Training Award when he started at Longerenong College & was President
of Longerenong Student Association. When he finished at Longy in 2009, he received the Dux of Course for
the Longerenong College Advanced Diploma of Agriculture & also the Longerenong College Citizen of the
Year. After successfully completing his Advanced Diploma of Agriculture & his Diploma of Agronomy, Ash
returned home to work on the family farm, where he continues to work with the latest technologies & farming
systems. In our local community, Ash is one of the founding members of the Rupanyup Dirt Music Committee,
is the current President of the Rupanyup Tennis Club, & is also the President of the Rupanyup Major Events
Committee. He is a great leader & if he says he’s going to do something, he does it in a timely manner & it's
done properly. It is with great pleasure that the Rupanyup Major Events award the 2015 Young Achiever of
the Year to a very worthy Ashley Teasdale.

The 2015 Citizen of the Year was awarded to Michael Penny. Mike wasn't born in Rupanyup, in fact for
probably the first time, the recipient of Rupanyup's Australia Day Award wasn't born in Australia. Mike was
born in Reading, England & came via Tasmania, Ferntree Gully & Bayswater to Rupanyup, arriving with his
wife, Kath & daughters, Robyn & Kate, to settle in our community in late 1992. Mike commenced work at
Tylers’ Hardware & Rural Supplies in 1993, proving himself to be an extremely reliable, diligent & loyal
employee. His passion for the Fire Brigade continued & he became an active member of the Rupanyup Fire
Brigade after transferring from the Bayswater Brigade, at which he had been awarded their “Fireman of the
Year” honour in 1988 & 1990. He also received a 30 Year Service award in 2013 for his contribution to the
CFA. Mike played both football & cricket for Rupanyup, with one notable cricket achievement being making 51
not out, as Rup B Grade amassed the mammoth score of 8 — 521 against Homers on a 41 degree summer’s
day. A not so illustrious memory of his football career with the Rup Reserves, might be the day he kicked the
only goal in our lowly final score of 1.3, coincidentally also against Homers! Mike was also a valued member
of the Rupanyup Lions Club from 1993 to 1998. However it is in his role firstly as a member of the Dunmunkle
Community Emergency Response Team & now as an Ambulance Community Officer, that Mike has found his
passion. When the suggestion for a response team for Rupanyup was brought up, Mike was a keen supporter
of the concept. He graduated as Community Emergency Responder volunteer with the Dunmunkle CERT
team & Ambulance Victoria in 2005, & for most of the time since has held the role of Team Leader. Mike was
always keen to keep the team on the road, & during training exercises was always the first to dive in & have a
go to imbue confidence in others to do the same. He regularly attended meetings at Ararat, Shepparton &
Bendigo in his own time, attended 100% of the training sessions. In October last year, upon the opening of
the Ambulance station at Rupanyup, Mike upskilled to become an Ambulance Community Officer, a paid
position, after 9 years of being a volunteer. He continues to be an enthusiastic team leader to the ACO's &
encourages the team to give their all. It is with great pleasure that the Rupanyup Major Events award the
2015 Citizen of the Year to Michael Penny. Michael was also this year’s recipient of the Yarriambiack Shire
Citizen of the Year. This award was presented by Mayor Andrew McLean. Congratulations Mike on both of
your awards!
